Under the Patronage of the Department of Culture and Entertainment:
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Cosimo Terlizzi, artist photographer, videomaker and performer, was born in 1973 in Bitonto.  He follows a path of artistic studies in Bologna developing his work through the use of different media, from photography to performance, to video art. His works have been exhibited in museums and galleries such as the Galleria d'Arte Moderna in Bologna, the Fondazione Merz in Turin, the Galleria Civica d'Arte Contemporanea in Trento, the MACRO in Rome, the National Museum of Wroclaw in Poland and in numerous film festivals including the International Film Festival of Rome, the London International Documentary Festival, the International Award for Documentary and Mediterranean reportage in Marseille and France Doc in Paris.

Folder (2010) is a medium-length documentary film that summarizes the artist's poetics. The title refers to the folder on the computer, an archive of personal documents, where Terlizzi has inserted the memories of a year of life spent. They are autobiographical elements: notes in the form of videos, photographs, conversations via chat, clues through which, as in a puzzle in which the individual pieces find their fit and their position only in the whole, outlines the dramatic story of a friend who died by suicide after a problematic process of sex change. A collage of fragments that settle on each other in an attempt to understand the other and his story on which to reflect and in which to be reflected. It is a glimpse into the mental journey made by the artist, organizing and structuring her own memories, in order to elaborate a painful experience, a process that projectively becomes ours, participating in the common attempt of understanding. The search for identity, painstakingly built and then denied that develops in the story transcends the individual dimension to become the metaphor of a generational crisis in this era devoid of certainty. The precariousness of the present is also underlined by the technical choice: there is no narration except for fragments, made with cell phones, video cameras, webcams, the means that are commonly used by the majority of people on a daily basis and that are a peculiar expression of the contemporary communication style on which the artist wants to focus and reflect. A film that is structured like a website, where the individual pieces of information are linked to each other in an individual path that takes shape in a complex intertextual plot.
